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SUMMARY

FISHERMEN'S ASSOCIATIONS

In 2024, there were 39 regional fishermen's associations and the national fishermen's
association, with a total of 418,701 members, of which 376,261 class A (89.86%) and
17,284 class B (4.13%) and 25,156 associate members (6.01%) in Taiwan, Kinmen and
Matsu.

FISHING POPULATION

The fishermen’s households as numbered 137,028 of whom 5,353 engaged in far sea
fishery, 18,868 engaged in offshore fishery, 72,876 engaged in coastal fishery and 4,455
engaged in inland fishing fishery, 8,527 engaged in marine culture and 26,949 engaged in
inland culture.

The fishing population numbered 324,588 of which 12,216 depended on far sea fishery,
47,767 depended on offshore fishery, 168,841 depended on coastal fishery, 7,750 depended
on inland fishing fishery, 25,879 depended on marine culture and 62,135 depended on
inland culture.

NUMBER OF FISHERMEN

There were 326,526 fishermen, of whom 264,896 were full-time fishermen (81.13%)
and 61,630 were part-time fishermen (18.87%) . According to the fisheries types, 13,448
fishermen engaged in far sea fishery; 40,020 fishermen engaged in offshore fishery;
171,617 fishermen engaged in coastal fishery; 7,160 fishermen engaged in inland fishing
fishery; 22,263 fishermen engaged in marine culture; 72,018 fishermen engaged in inland
culture.

FISHERIES PRODUCTION
1. General Status

The total fisheries production in 2024 reached 1,038,626 M.T. showing an increase
of 143,763 M.T. (16.07%) compared with the production of 894,863 M.T. in 2023.

The total fisheries value in 2024 reached thousand NT$101,675,721 showing an
increase of thousand NT$11,151,178 (12.32%) compared with the value of thousand
NT$90,524,543 in 2023.

2. Production of fisheries:

(1)Far Sea Fisheries:

a.Purse seine for tuna: The total catch in 2024 was 228,984 M.T. showing an increase
of 60,300 M.T. (35.75%) as compared with 168,684 M.T. produced in 2023.

b.Tuna long line: The total catch in 2024 was 177,961 M.T. showing an increase of
929 M.T. (0.52%) as compared with 177,032 M.T. produced in 2023.

c.Squid jigging: The total catch in 2024 was 123,407 M.T. showing an increase of
84,133 M.T. (214.22%) as compared with 39,274 M.T. produced in 2023.

d.Torch light net for saury: The total catch in 2024 was 69,486 M.T. showing an
increase of 19,219 M.T. (38.23%) as compared with 50,267 M.T. produced in 2023.

(2)Offshore Fisheries:

a.Purse seine: The production in 2024 was 41 M.T. showing a decrease of 39 M.T.
(-48.75%) as compared with 80 M.T. produced in 2023.

b.Stick Held Dip net: The production in 2024 was 7,873 M.T. showing an increase of
1,331 M.T. (20.35%) as compared with 6,542 M.T. produced in 2023.

c.Drag net: The production in 2024 was 18,523 M.T. showing a decrease of 3,120 M.T.
(-14.42%) as compared with 21,643 M.T. produced in 2023.

d.Gill net: The production in 2024 was 3,687 M.T. showing an increase of 936 M.T.
(34.02%) as compared with 2,751 M.T. produced in 2023.

e.Tuna long line: The production in 2024 was 11,835 M.T. showing a decrease of
1,877 M.T. (-13.69%) as compared with 13,712 M.T. produced in 2023.
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f.Misc. fish long line: The production in 2024 was 3,760 M.T. showing a decrease of
101 M.T. (-2.62%) as compared with 3,861 M.T. produced in 2023.
g.Pole and lines boots: The production in 2024 was 5,502 M.T. showing a decrease of
3,561 M.T. (-39.29%) as compared with 9,063 M.T. produced in 2023.
h.Flying Fish Roe: The production in 2024 was 390 K.G. showing a decrease of 171
M.T. (-30.48%) as compared with 561 K.G. produced in 2023.
i.Taiwanese Seine: The production in 2024 was 93,948 M.T. showing a decrease of
4,834 M.T. (-4.89%) as compared with 98,782 M.T. produced in 2023.

866 M.T. (17.71%) as compared with 4,890 M.T. produced in 2023.

FISHING VESSELS

1. The number of total fishing crafts in 2024 reached 21,571 showing a decrease of 75
(-0.35%) compared with the number of 21,646 in 2023.

The total tonnage in 2024 reached 562,450 showing a decrease of 5,189 (-0.91%)
compared with the tonnage of 567,639 in 2023.
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2. New built fishing vessel: The total number of new built fishing vessel in 2024 was 98
showing a decrease of 19 (-16.24%) as compared with 117 built in 2023.
The total tonnage in 2024 reached 1,728 showing a decrease of 1,831 (-51.43%)
compared with the tonnage of 3,559 in 2023.

3. Motor-based fishing vessels: The total number of motor-based fishing vessels in 2024
was 12,159 showing a decrease of 29 (-0.24%) as compared with 12,188 in 2023.
The total tonnage in 2024 reached 562,381 showing a decrease of 5,190 (-0.91%)
compared with the tonnage of 567,571 in 2023.

4. Non-motor-based sampans: The total number of non-motor-based sampans in 2024 was
81 showing an increase of 1 (1.25%) as compared with 80 in 2023.

5. Motor-based rafts: The total number of motor-based raft in 2024 was 9,141 showing a
decrease of 39 (-0.42%) as compared with 9,180 in 2023.

6. Non-motor-based rafts: The total number of non-motor-based raft in 2024 was 190
showing a decrease of 8 (-4.04%) as compared with 198 in 2023.

PROCESSED FISHERY PRODUCTS

In 2024, canned fishery products totaled 9,678 M.T. valued at thousand NT$1,482,445.
Frozen and cold storage products were 48,599 M.T. valued at thousand NT$5,329,942.
Smoked products were 87 M.T. valued at thousand NT$44,419. Dried and salted products
were 1,743 M.T. valued at thousand NT$110,944. Dried seasoning products were 1,866 M.T.
valued at thousand NT$470,924. Fish fin products were 511 M.T. valued at thousand
NT$184,066. Mullet roe products were 121 M.T. valued at thousand NT$ 183,127. Fish
paste products were 8,064 M.T. valued at thousand NT$ 466,575. Non-edible processed
fishery products were 10,171 M.T. valued at thousand NT$1,449,812.

PROCESSING PLANTS

The numbers of fish processing plants were 522 in 2024 showing a decrease of 15
compared with 537 of 2023. Of which 263 were processing plants, and 259 were other
processing plants.

CULTURE AREA

The area in culture including marine culture, freshwater ponds, brackish water ponds,
ornamental fish culture and others totaled 38,522.25 hectares in 2024 showing a decrease of
458.78 as compared with 38,981.03 hectares in 2023.

SUPPLY OF FRY AND SHELLFISH SEEDS

The number of fish and shrimp fry supplied for culture including those collected from
nature waters and those produced by hatcheries were 2,928,370 thousand frys in 2024.
The supply of soft shell turtle and crab juveniles were 1,000 thousand PCs. The supply
of shellfish totaled 7,360,812 thousand seeds.

CASUALTIES OF FISHING VESSELS
The casualties of fishing vessels totaled 240 in 2024 of which 216 were motor-based
fishing vessels, 24 were fishing rafts and non-motor-based sampans, 0 were recreational

fishery crafts. According to the reason, 46 were sunk at sea, 4 were sunk in port, 173 were
nusunk at sea, 16 were nusunk in port and 1 were missing.
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CASUALTIES OF FISHERMEN

In 2024, 23 fishermen lost their lives in fishing accident, 46 were injured or disabled,
and 4 were missing.

FOREIGN TRADE

Imported fishery products in 2024 totaled 462,434 M.T. valued at thousand
US$2,019,166 showing an increase of 10,023 M.T. and a decrease of thousand US$8,043 as
compared with that of 2023. The exports totaled 642,733 M.T. valued at thousand
US$1,679,955 showing an increase of 131,926 M.T. and an increase of thousand
US$101,743 as compared with those of 2023.

FISH WHOLESALE MARKET

There were 47 Fish Wholesale Markets in Taiwan, Kinmen and Matsu Area, including
13 of Consumptive area Fish Markets and 34 of Productive Area Fish Markets. The Grade
and Distribution of these Markets are present in the following table. In 2024, Fish
Wholesale Markets totally 402,731 M.T. valued with thousand NT$29,711,643 showing an
increase of 49,470 M.T. and an increase of thousand NT$1,858,844 as compared with those
of 2023.

The number of foreign crew members employed overseas aboard distant water fishing
vessels was 18,555 in 2024, The number of crew members from mainland China employed
overseas was 792 in 2024 ; The number of foreign crew members employed domestically
aboard fishing vessels operating in coastal and offshore fisheries is 9,232 in 2024, The
number of crew members from mainland China employed overseas was 405 in 2024.
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
